Key Messages S0

e Moderate to heavy rain is expected to continue through Monday morning with a widespread
2-4” (locally higher) expected. This may lead to localized flooding, especially in urban areas
and areas with poor drainage.

e Strong southeast winds expected through Monday. Strongest wind gusts will be this
evening with 45-55 mph gusts expected near the coast and 25-40 mph gusts expected
Inland. Wind advisories remain in effect for areas near the bay/coast. Localized power
outages are possible.

e Moderate coastal flooding is forecast in the middle/upper Chesapeake Bay as well as the
north side of the Albemarle Sound with nuisance to minor flooding elsewhere. Highest tide
would be Monday morning (water levels peak tonight from Edenton-Elizabeth City).

e Marine: Gale Warnings are in effect across all marine zones this afternoon into early
Monday afternoon. Strong southeast winds will gust 40-50 kt this evening-tonight. Winds
become west on Monday with 35-40 kt gusts expected. Seas build to 12-18 ft.

e Moderate to heavy rain is expected to continue through Monday morning with a widespread
2-4” (locally higher) expected. This may lead to localized flooding, especially in urban areas
and areas with poor drainage.

e Strong southeast winds expected through Monday. Strongest wind gusts will be this
evening with 45-55 mph gusts expected near the coast and 25-40 mph gusts expected
Inland. Wind advisories remain in effect for areas near the bay/coast. Localized power
outages are possible.

e Moderate coastal flooding is forecast in the middle/upper Chesapeake Bay as well as the
north side of the Albemarle Sound with nuisance to minor flooding elsewhere. Highest tide
would be Monday morning (water levels peak tonight from Edenton-Elizabeth City).

e Marine: Gale Warnings are in effect across all marine zones this afternoon into early
Monday afternoon. Strong southeast winds will gust 40-50 kt this evening-tonight. Winds
become west on Monday with 35-40 kt gusts expected. Seas build to 12-18 ft.
